November Program 
 

 Fun finishing for a bracelet  
  

Join us in November for a program on creating a one-
of-a-kind present for a friend, granddaughter, or 
yourself.  Many of you have ordered bracelets, but 
even if you haven’t, join us for ideas on stitching six 
small bracelet inserts – we’ll have the info on where 
to order the bracelets.  These are fun and quick to 
stitch.  I’ll have the directions for stitching the ideas I 
came up with; we’ll talk about the very easy finishing 
directions, and spend some time brainstorming your 
own ideas for the bracelet.  You’ll be able to stitch 
one or two (or more) squares at November’s meeting.   

General information: a piece of 18 count canvas 6” 
by 8” is enough to stitch six 12-by-12 stitch squares.  
Use a larger canvas piece if you wish to try out 
several ideas.  The same size congress cloth is 
enough to stitch six 18-by-18 stitch squares.  
Interlock canvas is also appropriate for this project.  I 
recommend using stretcher bars.   

Supply list: I’m mainly listing the threads I used.  
Feel free to substitute.  This is a great stash project 
because very small amounts of thread are needed. 

LOVE Bracelet:  18 count canvas.   
#8 pearl cotton – black  
#8 pearl cotton – variegated pink  
Kreinik #16 braid red 061 
 
Stitch Sampler Bracelet 18 count canvas  
Bravo A97 
Encore E97 
Overture V97 
Stranded floss would also be a good choice. 
 
Blackwork Bracelet 18 count canvas  
Kreinik 005 5 braid (black) 
Variegated, space-dyed or overdyed floss, cotton or 
silk  
 
Elegance Bracelet 18 count canvas  
Variegated, space-dyed or overdyed floss, cotton or 
silk  
 
Painted canvas – www.uniquenzdesigns.com.  I’m 
told that First and Last has these, but I haven’t 

checked it out myself.  Use appropriate threads from 
your stash.
