New ANG Cyberworkshop

Golden Kimono is a merging of two very different
styles: the elegance of silk and metal thread
embroidery with the rich texture of brocade fabric
and lace appliqué. The art of the Japanese Kimono
has always held a fascination for me with its
luxurious materials, clean lines and rich symbolism.
In this contemporary interpretation, students will be
introduced to both traditional and non-traditional
canvas embroidery techniques.

The body of the kimono is worked using a
combination of spun and filament silk, creating a
pattern reminiscent of oriental brocades. A rich
Florentine pattern forms the border of the kimono,
while shading techniques and outlining techniques
create the stylized hollyhock motifs.

Students will be instructed in the techniques for
creating three dimensional metallic lace appliqués,
attaching the appliqués to the design and in applying
Japan gold and tiny seed beads to the surface of the
background stitches. Students will have the option of
working with appliqué leaves or simply creating
outlines of the leaf shape using Japan gold.

Philanthropy and Public Relations -
What's Up With That?

Different activities have been explored for our
program this year and we believe we have found
some new and fun projects. We are trying to reach
out to the community in an active way to show and
tell our craft; reawaken interest in some people and
new interest in others; give back to our community;
and foster good public relations.

We are featuring one activity in this newsletter and
our thanks go to Gateway Chapter member, Barb
Smith, for sharing this idea with us.

Camp Rainbow, founded by Friends of Children with
Cancer, is a one-week camp that responds to the wish
of these children to be able to enjoy the camp
experience. This is nearly impossibility under

normal circumstances because regular camps don’t
have the ability to maintain the children’s cancer
treatments. So for one week all the stops are pulled
and medical and lay volunteers work to make this
dream a reality. Camp Rainbow is usually the second
week of June in Babler Sate Park and provides day
camp experiences for the young and overnight
experiences for children six and older.

The Chapter’s plan is to repeat a successful project
developed by Barb and a couple of her friends this
past summer. A goody bag containing a rainbow
canvas, threads and needle is provided to each class
participant. Children needlepoint the camp logo (a
rainbow) in two class sessions with the help of
volunteer stitchers. Last year additional children
(boys!) joined the second class meeting when they
saw what the original group was doing.
Approximately 8 children participated and others
were disappointed that they didn’t know about it in
time. It is anticipated that participants will increase
this year.

We can use volunteers to gather and organize the
materials, draw the rainbow on the canvas (a simple
design by Barb Smith), assemble the project items in
the goody bags tied with a colorful ribbon, and sit
and stitch with a child for a one hour session or two.

This is a short project with a large impact and big
rewards. If you think you may be willing to

contribute to this project in any way, Peggy Nedeau
would like to start collecting names so planning and
organizing can be set up. Please call her at 314-918-
